Marsh Drive - Great Linford: This
consist s of four football pitches currently
used during the winter by one adult team
and a number of Great Linford Football
Club youth teams. The tennis court s are
available for hire via Great Linford Tennis
Club.
Downs Barn S port s Centre: This facility
has football pitches, tennis court s and a
pavilion available for public usage. It
should be noted that the room is on the first
floor and may not be suit able for very
young children and those who have
problems with st airs.
